• Commitment to successfully complete Heritage studies at PSU. 
• Successful record as a student: 

For PSU students cumulative GPA of at least 2.75 or above 
For high school students GPA of at least 3.0 or above 

 
To apply, please send the following: 
 
I. A short typed statement (approx. 250 words in Russian) addressing the following issues: 
 

1. Your past and present experience with the Russian language. 
2. Your plans for Russian studies in the future.  
3. How this scholarship will contribute to your future use of Russian language. 
4. How you plan to apply the knowledge of Russian language and culture to help the community. 
 

II. An updated sealed transcript. 
III. A sealed letter of recommendation from a faculty member at PSU or high school. 
IV. The completed application form.
